6. Postgraduate Diploma: In order to qualify for the award of the Postgraduate Diploma in 

Global Innovation Management, a candidate must have accumulated no fewer than 120 
credits from the programme curriculum. 

 
7. Postgraduate Certificate: In order to qualify for the award of the Postgraduate Certificate 

in Global Innovation Management, a candidate must have accumulated no fewer than 60 
credits from the programme curriculum. 
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
